UTJECAJ FILANTROKAPITALIZMA
NA GLOBALNU ZDRAVSTVENU POLITIKU

Filantropija je jedan od najpopularnijih trendova medu najbogatijim
pojedincima. Zahvaljujuéi neizmjernom bogatstvu, filantropski milijarderi
imaju nevidenu mo¢ u kreiranju obrazovne politike, usmjeravanju razvoja
globalne poljoprivrede i diktiranju trendova u globalnoj zdravstvenoj po-
litici. Velike dobrotvorne organizacije zamjenjuju drzavne institucije kao
pruzatelje socijalnih usluga. Zbog svoje veli¢ine, financijske mo¢i i poli-
tickog utjecaja, filantrokapitalisti, kao Sto je Bill Gates, uspjesno utjelov-
ljuju svoju viziju globalnog rjeSavanja problema i time se usredotocuju na
posljedice, a ne na otklanjanje uzroka. Ovo je posebno vidljivo na primje-
ru kreiranja globalne zdravstvene politike. U ovom radu analizirat ¢emo
utjecaj Zaklade Billa i Melinde Gates na globalnu zdravstvenu politiku,
s posebnim naglaskom na globalnoj borbi protiv zaraznih bolesti poput
tuberkuloze i AIDS-a.

THE INFLUENCE OF PHILANTHROCAPITALISM
ON GLOBAL HEALTH POLICY

Philanthropy is one of the most popular trends among the world’s
wealthiest individuals. Thanks to immense wealth, philanthropic billion-
aires have unprecedented power in creating education policy, directing the
development of global agriculture, and dictating trends in global health
policy. Large charities replace state institutions as providers of social serv-
ices. Because of its size, financial power, and political influence, philan-
throcapitalists, such as Bill Gates, successfully embody their vision of glo-
bal problem solving, focusing on the consequences rather than eliminating
the causes. This is particularly evident in the example of creating global
health policy. In this paper, we will analyse the impact of the Bill & Melin-
da Gates Foundation on global health policy with special emphasis on the
global fight against infectious diseases such as tuberculosis and AIDS.
