I would like to submit the attached manuscript: “Study of antimicrobial properties and durability of cotton medical textiles treated with Citric Acid” for consideration for possible publication in the Original Articles section of Applied and Environmental Microbiology, published by American Society for Microbiology.
Healthcare-associated infections are important cause of morbidity and mortality in acute and chronic-care facilities. One of the possible approaches in prevention of microbial spread in health care facilities is the use of antimicrobial textiles for linen, curtains, staff uniforms etc. Citric acid or α-hydroxy trycarboxylic acid is applied with sodium hypophosphite monohydrate (SHP) catalyst as anti-microbial agent in this study. Results are showing excellent and durable antibacterial effectiveness against Candida albicans, Pseudomonas aeruginosa and Escherichia coli, even after 10 cycles of home laundering washing/drying (HLWD).
This paper (or closely related research) has not been published or accepted for publication.  It is not under consideration at another journal. No other papers using the same data set have been published.
