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Kopadki rit— mjesto promicanja jednakih mogucnosti

SaZetak

Fakultet za odgojne i obrazovne znanosti u Osijeku s partnerom Udmga rom-
skog prijateljstva Luna proveo je projekt Unaprjedenje polozaja djece Roma u
odgoju i obrazovanju u Baranji (RO-ufos-luna-MI), financiran sredstvima Eu-
ropske unije, kroz program IPA IV - u okviru natjeCaja Integracija skupina u
nepovoljnome polozaju u redoviti obrazovni sustav. Suradnici su na projek-
tu bili Agencija za odgoj i obrazovanje — Podruznica Osijek, Osnovna skola
,»DI. Franjo Tudman” te Djecji vitic¢ ,,Cvréak” iz Belog Manastira. Projekt je pro-
veden od kolovoza 2013. do veljace 2015. godine na podru¢ju Baranje i grada Osi-
jeka. Opci je cilj projekta bio integracija romske djece i socijalno ugrozene djece
u odgojno-obrazovni sustav Republike Hrvatske. Takvim pristupom pridonijelo se
integraciji romske i socijalno ugrozene djece predskolske i skolske dobi u krace
odgojne i obrazovne programe, aktivnosti te izgradnju kompetencija odgojitelja,
ucitelja, ravnatelja, struénih suradnika te studenata za rad u visekultwrnoj zajednici.
U projektne je aktivnosti bilo ukljuc¢eno 50 romskih i socijalno ugrozenih obitelji, a
120-ero romske djece udobi 3 - 11 godina sudjelovalo je u predskolskim, skolskim
iizvanskolskim aktivnostima. U okviru je sportske izvanskolske aktivnosti organi-
ziran cjelodnevni posjet Kopackom ritu za 28 romske i djece drugih nacionalnosti
udobi 7 - 11 godina. Djeca su se vozila autobusom i brodom uz pratnju struénog
vodica te upoznavala s biljnim i zivotinjskim svijetom Parka prirode “Kopacki 1it”.
Pogledala su film o Parku prirode, izlozbu, park, dvorac Tikves i meteorolosku sta-
nicu. Uz strucno su vodstvo aktivno sudjelovala u nizu aktivnosti poput skakanja u
vrecama, povlacenja uzeta, Potraga za blagom, lovice te kreativnih dramskih aktiv-
nosti. Priroda je Kopackog rita kroz nerestriktivno okruzenje omogucéila inkluziju,
odnosno ravnopravnost, mogucnost izbora i aktivnu participaciju svih sudionika
sportske i dramske izvanskolske aktivnosti. Poticalo se ukljucivanje romske djece
u neformalne odgojne i obrazovne aktivnosti koje pomazu u njihovoj socijaliza-
ciji, kreativnosti i stjecanju jezicnih kompetencija. Promicao se kultumi identitet
Roma, osvjescivalo potrebe osjetljivih skupina te dopnmjelo smarnjivanju margi-
nalizacije 1 diskniminirajucih praksi prema Romima omogucavanjem suradnickih
odnosa izmedu romske i neromske djece. Izvanskolske aktivnosti provedene dije-
lom u Kopackom r1itu, kao i diuge projektne aktivnosti, doprinijele su uspostavi i
ostvarivanju suradnje izmedu djece razlic¢ite dobi, nacionalnosti i potreba. Upravo
se povecanje interakcija medu djecom razlicitih zajednica i osiguravanje visokih
standarda kol ovanja pokazalo kao najucinkovitiji nacin za smanjivanje predrasuda
1 drustvene udaljenosti.

Abstract

The Faculty of Pedagogic and Educational Sciences in Osijek, together with its
partner, the Association of Roma Friendship Luna implemented a project titled
,»The Improvement of the Position of Roma Children in Education in Baranja Re-
gion”“ (RO-ufos-luna-MI), financed by the EU, the IPA IV Programme — the inte-
gration of disadvantaged groups in the regular education system. The associates on
the project were the Osijek Branch Office of the Teacher Training Agency, the Dr
Franjo Tudman primary school and Cvré¢ak nursery school from Beli Manastir. The
project was carried out from August 2013 to February 2015 in the Baranja region
and in Osijek. The overall aim of this project was the integration of Roma children
and socially endangered children into education system of the Republic of Croa-
tia. The project contributed to the realisation of this aim through the integration
of Roma children and disadvantaged pre-school and school children into shorter
educational programmes and activities and building competencies of educators,
teachers, headmasters, expert associates and the students of the Faculty of Peda-
gogic and Educational Sciences for the work in a multicultural community. The
project included 50 Roma families and disadvantaged families. 120 Roma children
aged 3-11 participated in pre-school, school, and out-of-school activities. Within
the spoits out-of-school activities, a full-day visit to Kopacki rit was organized
for 28 Roma and other minority children aged 7-11. The children were taken on
a tour with a professional guide by bus and by boat to learn about the flora and
fauna of the Kopacki 1it Nature Park. They watched a movie about the Nature Park,
visited an exhibition, the park, the castle Tikves and the weather station. Under
the expeit guidance, the children actively participated in a series of activities such
as sack races, tug-of-row and catch games. The nature of the Kopacki rit through
its non-restrictive environment made possible an inclusion, i.e. equality, the pos-
sibility of choice and active participation by all participants in spoits out-of-school
activities. Roma children were encouraged to participate in informal educational
activities which facilitate their socialization, creativity and acquisition of language
skills. In addition, the mentioned activities promoted the cultural identity of Roma,
awareness-1ising of the needs of the vulnerable groups, and contributed to reducing
marginalization and discriminatory practices against Roma by facilitating coopera-
tive relations between the Roma and non-Roma children. The out-of-school activ-
ity, partly carried out in Kopacki rit, and other project activities have contributed
to the establishment and achievement of cooperation between children of different
ages, nationalities and needs. Such an increase of interaction between children of
different communities and ensuring high standards of education proved to be the
most effective way to reduce prejudice and social distance.
